SUMMARY
5th AVEG-FETN JOINT VIDEO CONFERENCE
13th June 2019

Referencing to The Second Joint Consultative Meeting between ASEAN Veterinary
Epidemiology Group (AVEG) and ASEAN Plus Three Field Epidemiology Training
Network (ASEAN+3 FETN) which was held on 7-9 February 2018 in Bangkok, Thailand,
AVEG and FETN agreed to continue utilizing regular joint ASEAN+3 FETN and AVEG
video conferences for information and experience sharing.
